K-1 Visa “Packet 3” Next Steps
For K-1 visa at Montreal, single/never married, no children and no military or crime record

· Step 1: Go to http://canada.usvisa-info.com/ and register
    Click on the “Click Here for US Visa Information” in the lower right corner and follow the instructions; as the packet says, do not schedule an interview appointment at this time. This will also involve selecting a DHL shipping location.
· Step 2: Fill out and send in forms required by embassy:
http://montreal.usconsulate.gov/content/content.asp?section=visas&document=immigrant_visa
(See “Processing of Approved Fiancé(e) Petitions” section towards the bottom). Install PrimoPDF (if not installed already). When you fill out the forms below, you can “print” them into a PDF file and save them in toadstool, then print out paper copies as needed. This way we will both always have a copy of the filled out forms, and we can print more if needed.

Make sure you use Internet Explorer to fill and print these out! (People report problems with other browsers)
· DS-156: Two copies

· DS-156K: One copy
· DS-160: One copy (also submitted online)

· Printout of confirmation receipt for DS-160 (from when it was submitted online)
· DS-230 Part I and II

· Signed checklist of documents (you can sign and send with the packet before you actually have everything)
· These should all be sent to the embassy via DHL (They will (presumably) provide free shipping instructions)
· Step 3: Gather needed items

· Five Canadian passport photos (two for interview, three for medical exam)
· Immunization records

· Passport – make a copy of the biographical info page

· Birth Certificate

· Police Certificate

· Things your US fiancé(e) will supply

· Affidavit of Support (I-134)
· Evidence of Support (I-864) with income tax return (?)
· Evidence of domicile

· Also make a complete photocopy set of everything (per checklist)

· Step 4: Once Montreal receives the items from Step 2, they will email you with instructions for scheduling an interview online.
· Step 5: After the interview is scheduled you will be sent “Packet 4”, which will contain the interview instructions and information on the medical exam.

· VisaJourney says “It is advised to schedule exam about a week before interview.”

· Step 6: Bring to medical exam:

· Passport & appointment letter

· Passport photos (3)
· Payment

· Immunization records

· Packet 3 letter showing Montreal case number
· Doctor’s letters regarding any major medical conditions
