Nature of Submission: Request for Additional Evidence (I-485)

To Whom It May Concern:

On June 8, 2006, I received a letter requesting additional evidence proving that my wife, Melissa ******’s household income meets or exceeds 125% of the federal poverty line for our household size.  In this letter, I will explain how my wife’s income does indeed exceed 125% of the federal poverty line, and am including evidence as additional proof.
My wife, Melissa, is currently employed by the St. McDonald’s District and has been employed there since February 13, 2006.  Her annual salary is $27,019.20, which more than exceeds 125% of the federal poverty line for our household size.  Attached, please find the letter from her employer and her 7 (seven) most recent check stubs.
I fear that the reason we have been asked for this additional evidence may be because Melissa’s 2005 Income Tax Return showed an income that did not meet 125% of the federal poverty line.  We probably should have explained the reasons for this in greater detail when we sent in the original I-864.  We didn’t, however, and will attempt to do so now.

Melissa traveled to Aberdeen, Scotland in September of 2003 to attend the University of Aberdeen.  She was a full-time student and therefore did not work.  She finished her study-abroad program at University of Aberdeen and returned home to Florida in June of 2004.  She lived with her parents during the months of June through August, planning on attending the University of South Florida for that fall term.  This plan, however, fell through because Melissa and I could not stand the separation any longer.  Melissa, therefore, flew to Ireland in October of 2004 to visit me, and lived with me there for almost 7 (seven) months.  She was a visitor to Ireland and therefore legally could not work.  We started our K-1 Fiancé Visa Process in March of 2005, and Melissa returned home to the United States in late May of 2005 in order to seek out employment so she could fill out the I-134 Affidavit of Support, and later the I-864 Affidavit of Support.  Please see Melissa’s attached photocopies of her passport and passport stamps showing her move to Aberdeen, and additional move to Ireland.  Also, please see attached letters addressed to her at my household in Ireland proving her residence in Ireland.
Melissa arrived back home in Florida with no vehicle.  I had been saving as much cash as possible to send to her in order for her to purchase a car so she could find employment.  In late July, I finally had enough funds for a car, and wired them to her bank account.  She purchased a car the last week in July of 2005 and immediately began job-hunting.  Please see attached bank statements showing my wire transfer to her bank account.
Melissa undertook employment as a Veterinary Technician at Coconut Animal Hospital on August 22, 2005.  She was a full-time employee working 40 plus hours a week at an hourly rate of $8.00 per hour, which exceeded 125% of the federal poverty line.  She loved her line of work, but unfortunately could not find suitable accommodation in the city of Coconut, and decided to search for another job opportunity in Fish County, where accommodation was more plentiful.  Please see copy of attached employer letter from Coconut Animal Hospital along with the I-134 brought to my K-1 Fiancé Visa Interview.
In early November of 2005, Melissa found employment as a Veterinary Technician at Animal Clinic of Deersville.  She was a full-time employee working 40 plus hours a week at an hourly rate of $8.00 per hour, which exceeded 125% of the federal poverty line.  I then arrived in Florida on November 8, 2005 and together we found a little house to rent in Ghettosville, Fish County, Florida.  We were married on November 19, 2005 and shared the most beautiful of days.
Around January of 2006, Melissa decided that she wanted to branch out in her career and offer her potential to a completely different field.  She applied to the St. McDonalds District and was called for an interview in early February.  She was immediately offered the position of Business Resource Specialist II, which offered her an hourly pay rate of $12.99 and an annual salary of $27,019.20.  It was an offer she could not refuse, and after giving Animal Clinic of Deersville her two week’s notice, she started her first day at work on February 13, 2006.

In conclusion, Melissa and I hope you will understand the reasons Melissa’s 2005 tax return did not show an income that exceeded 125% of the federal poverty line.  We also hope you now understand that her current income more than exceeds 125% of the federal poverty line.  Melissa has worked hard to support me for these past 7 (seven) months, has done a wonderful job in doing so, and will continue to support me until I receive my EAD and/or Greencard.  We hope this information satisfies your request for evidence.
