 

AFFIDAVIT IN SUPPORT OF I-129F PETITION FOR ALIEN FIANCÉE
BY U.S. CITIZEN PETITIONER, TRAVIS W. ADAMS
Travis William Adams being duly sworn, on oath states as follows:
1. I was born in Platteville, Wisconsin on September 22, 1971.  I am a U.S. Citizen.  I currently reside at 116 Russ Street, Madison, Wisconsin.  I am writing this affidavit in support of an I-129F Petition for Alien Fiancée on behalf of Bianca Flor Ayala, who is my fiancée.
2. Bianca and I first learned of each other through my cousin, Wayne Adams.  He met and came to know her father, Pastor Victor Ayala, and their family ministry while visiting the Philippines.  My cousin and Bianca’s family still work together there doing ministry together.  Through their relationship, Bianca and I were introduced and became acquainted.
3. Our personal relationship began by mail in March of 2003 and later by e-mail.  Through our letters we have become good friends, each sharing stories and describing our differences and similarities.  Soon, our relationship grew in comfort and our correspondence became more frequent.  Shortly after, we began using Yahoo to chat and use webcams.  For me, I was slow to learn how to use the technology because I had never chatted online before.  Once I learned though, I found it very valuable to me and my friendship with Bianca.
4. By the summer of 2004, I was thinking seriously about my friendship with Bianca.  I felt it was growing into something more, and I wanted Alyssa Adams, my daughter, to meet Bianca and get know her better.  If I was going to consider a commitment with Bianca, it was important to me that Alyssa and Bianca would become friends.  I wanted to get Alyssa’s feelings about Bianca before I thought too far ahead.  When they finally met online I was so happy to find that they got along so well, and enjoyed each other’s sense of humor.  Also, I introduced Bianca to one of my best friends, Eric Parr, and she got to know him more through online chatting.  It was a helpful to me that Eric also got to know Bianca and could then relate to the stories about her I shared with him.  I was happy to see that they could talk so easily.  I wanted her to have an idea about who my friends here were and learn more about me.  My desire was for her to become more comfortable with me and have a better look into my life here in the U.S.
5. By August 2004, we knew so much about each other’s families, and we had met and visited them by chatting and using webcams.  My feelings for Bianca continued to grow and we began calling each other also by telephone, using calling cards.  I always enjoyed hearing her voice and my feelings for her grew even more with our phone conversations.  Our discussions often focused on our futures, what we want out of life and what we are looking for.  I am so happy to learn that she also had grown closer to me.
6. In September and October of 2004, Bianca unfortunately had some health struggles, and she shared them with me.  At no point did she ever ask for my help, but I had a great opportunity to show her my feelings and demonstrate my sincerity toward her.  I think our relationship was blessed by this situation, of all things.  I had the opportunity to see her when she was weak and I learned how kind and understanding she is, even when she suffers.  I admire her strength of character so much.
7. By October 2004, we were chatting 2-4 times a week and talking 3-4 times by phone, and I found myself missing her company more each day.  Our relationship evolved into something even greater than before.  We were such close friends by then, having shared time, common experiences and memories between us.  I began thinking that she was the one woman I had been waiting for.  
8. We had discussed the possibility of us visiting face to face, and I wanted that very much.  I had never traveled internationally, and I wanted to know if she was truly serious about meeting me.  Through heart felt conversations we agreed that we felt a love growing between us, but we wanted to visit in person in order to know each other better and confirm our love.  From the moment that we decided to visit until the present, I have never been happier.  It definitely was the right decision for me in my heart.  Through our many hours of chatting and letters written, I had grown so close to Bianca.  I felt some of the hardships she endured and I tried to help her when possible.  I saw in her a sincere Christian woman with a wonderful personality and sense of humor, and I wished to continue to get to know her.
9. In November of 2004, we made a plan to visit each other in person in January of 2005.  I would arrive to see her in Cebu, Philippines on January 8, 2005 where Bianca, her father and her sister were to meet me at the airport.  From there and for the next 2 weeks her family would take care of all my needs, helping me with everything.  They would find me a hotel and help me with all my shopping and transportation.  My trip was to conclude on January 22nd, giving me two weeks to spend visiting Bianca.
10. With great anticipation the day I was leaving arrived.  I left for the Philippines, and after a series of long flights, I was exhausted and ready for a good rest, but when I saw Bianca and her family at the airport I felt renewed.  We shared a warm smile and it felt like I was meeting a dear, lifelong friend.  I was so comfortable with her and her family.  It was so easy for us to talk and quickly we were sharing many laughs.  I found so much of what I hoped to find, and I was already enjoying our first day together.  She was every bit as nice as I thought she would be and I could see that she cared for me as well.  We stayed in Cebu only 1 day, and then we traveled by a 12 hour boat trip to Ozamis, where she and her family live.
11. Once on the boat, Bianca and I had a great chance to talk to each other one on one. We were quick to talk straight from our hearts.  I felt so strongly for her and we talked through most of the night.  When we arrived in Ozamis they helped me to my hotel and later picked me up for church.  There, it was a pleasure to meet the rest of her family and their close church friends.  I was a little overwhelmed, still being tired from the flight, but quickly I recognized that the humor I love so much about Bianca is shared throughout her entire family.  
12. We continued visiting at every possible moment during the next few days.  Bianca and her family would pick me up each morning and return me each evening, always watching out for me and welcoming me in their home at every chance.  Bianca and I found it most enjoyable each day to shop for dinner, and then to prepare a supper with her parents.  It was a great time for me to visit with her family and for us all to be better acquainted.
13. After only a few days, I had fallen deeply in love with Bianca and wanted to know if she also felt so serious about me.  With Bianca by my side, we asked her entire family and close friends if they would grant me the permission to propose to Bianca.  They asked me many serious questions and I answered all I could, as clearly as possible for them so that we could have a good understanding.  They were so kind to me with all of this and did give me their blessing to propose to Bianca.  We all agreed that if any questions would still come up later they should be asked and answered because this is such a serious matter.  No further questions came up and after our talks and I felt closer to the family than ever.  Each day, I felt a stronger connection with Bianca’s family and my love for her continued to grow.
14. For the next few days, we visited all the time we could.  Bianca helped me figure out how to chat online and call my daughter, Alyssa, and keep in touch with other family and friends back home.  I was invited along to see some of the church mission work there.  I was thankful for the invitation and learned so much about her family and their work there.  The days flew by, but by the following Monday, January 17th, we had our first chance for a romantic candlelight dinner together.
15. It was a night I will never forget.  Bianca was beautiful in every way.  Our dinner was delicious.  With her sense of humor she made me propose to her 8 times in Visiyan before she said yes, but if I had to ask 800 times I would.  That night a new future was born for me, and I have been excited ever since.  The next few days were so exciting and enjoyable, but painful also in part since we knew that I was leaving and it would be some time before we saw each other again.  I knew I had found the love of my lifetime and that she feels the same for me, and I was so proud to be her fiancé.  Also I realized that I had to leave in only a few short days, and this was sad for us both.
16. We enjoyed our remaining time together and we still share notes and continue to write to each other.  Sometimes at night when we are apart and trying to sleep, we exchange sincere emails about our love.  As I look back at our time together, we filled our visit with so much laughter and joy.  I was so fortunate to meet so many nice people and make so many new friends.  I never dreamed that I could have such a warm welcome so far from home and in so short of a time. Our visit was a true blessing in my life.
17. The time had come for us to return to Cebu, and I only had to say goodbye to her brothers and sister at the dock in Ozamis.  I felt sad because I had grown close to them now and wish we had more time together.  We took the 12 hour boat ride back, but the weather was not kind so did not visit much on the deck.
18. On our last day together, we shared all the feelings from our hearts.  We were busy writing down thoughts that were to hard to say.  Each of us knew we had to part our company but neither of us was willing to say it.  We tried our best to enjoy our last evening, but I could not rest.  I was watching the clock race away, and I missed her even though I had not left yet.  We arrived to the airport; Bianca, her father, her mother and I.  This was the hardest part of all.  I also felt so close to her parents.  We had shared so much and grew so close in only 2 weeks.  Even though we are from such distant places, we realized that we are not so different.  I truly felt like part of their family.  Parting ways with Bianca was so difficult.  I never want to do that again.  The minutes flew by as we shared our last embrace.  After we said goodbye neither of us could look back.  I wrote her a letter at each airport on my ride home, and called her at my first chance to let her know I made it back home safely.
19. We agreed to do all we could to be together as soon as possible.  We talked everyday by phone and text message.  We chatted when we could on Yahoo, usually a few times a week.  At first when I got back home we chatted everyday, but time does not always allow this.  We have such dedication to each other that we continue to grow closer each day since our visit.  Each passing day, I miss her more and am more committed to our future.
20. Now as we continue talking all that we can, we make our plans for the future.  Upon Bianca receiving her K-1 visa, I will return to her and visit all her family again.  I am looking forward to seeing them all again.  While there, she will prepare to travel back with me while we visit and celebrate the beginning of our much awaited future.  Once we arrive here in Wisconsin, we plan to be married within her first 90 days here.  We are making plans to have a small intimate wedding service at St. Paul’s Lutheran Church in Random Lake, Wisconsin.  Pastor Ned Dorau and Bianca have begun communicating by e-mail.  Our plan and hope is to have him officiate for us.
21. After our wedding, I hope Bianca will have some time to get to know my family and close friends better.  My feeling and hope is that Bianca and Alyssa, my daughter, will have the chance to become close and be a help for each other.  After Bianca has become more accustomed to things here, maybe she would like to work here for a while.  Then we hope, God willing, to begin raising a family of our own.
22. I hope this affidavit gives you all a good look at our relationship and my heartfelt feelings for Bianca and her family.  I have patiently waited for a woman that has the qualities Bianca has.  I have felt her love touch my life, and I see her love show up on my daughter’s face.  During our visit I could also see a reflection of her personality in the way her family and friends all respond to her.  I am so blessed to have found her and I am so serious and sincere to her and our future.  I wish that we can marry as soon as possible so that we may begin our future together.  My hope and prayers are that we may be married this fall.  I love Bianca now, and always will. I sincerely thank you for your time and consideration in this matter.
